Koreans tend to say “Let’s have a meal together next time,” or “Let’s drink together” when they say goodbye. They
also often say, “Let’s keep in touch,” but these expressions are not so much promises that people take seriously as
idiomatic usages that people use as a way of saying farewell unless they schedule specific dates and time for the
appointment.
